Four (4) 4-hour mid-term Parent-Teacher conferences are scheduled.  Students will be dismissed at 2:30 p.m. and conferences will be held from 3:30 to 7:30 p.m.  The dates include September 20th (Thursday), November 15th (Thursday), February 7th (Thursday), and March 27th (Thursday).  These hours may be counted as two (2) days of student contact time under SDCL 13.26.1.  

Two (2) days of Parent-Teacher Conferences plus 10.5 days of professional development before and during school year  plus 171 days of student contact equal 183.5 days.  Teachers have a 178.5-day contract.  Five days are built into the calendar for snow and other emergency dismissals and cancellations.  If these emergency days are not needed during the school year, the school ending date will be adjusted up to a maximum of five days or other considerations may be made such as four-day weeks in May.    Snow and emergency days have normally been made up at the end of the school year, but consideration will be given to the use of other days should an excessive number of days be required for snow or emergencies during the school year
